Headquartered at the Clay National Guard Center in Marietta, the Georgia National Guard is the sixth largest of the 54 National Guard states and territories and consists of the Georgia Army National Guard and Georgia Air National Guard. It is comprised of nearly 14,000 personnel supporting overseas and domestic missions from nearly 70 readiness centers based throughout Georgia. 

The capabilities of the Georgia National Guard combined with an all-volunteer State Defense Force and state civilian employees forms the Georgia Department of Defense which is comprised of about 15,000 employees. 

Our mission is to provide ready forces and as you can see we report to the Governor and the President.

Before we get into the Ga. National Guard I want to make sure everyone knows the difference between the National Guard and the Reserves. 
What you need to know is that the National Guard:
- is the 2nd Largest Component in the Department of Defense with 430,000 Soldiers and Airmen.
- Is 20% of the Joint Force at 4% of the DoD Budget.  We are a bargain for you and our nation. 
-We have a dual-mission serving both the state and the federal government.
-Commanded by the State Governor unless federalized by the President.

While the reserves is a federal-only force that supports and augments the active-duty military and is always under the command of the President.
It primarily consists of combat support and combat service support units (e.g., logistics, medical, engineering).

Similarities
Part-Time Service Both are typically part-time commitments, famously known as "one weekend a month, two weeks a year," allowing members to maintain civilian careers.
Training- We both train to the same high standards as their active-duty counterparts.
Benefits- Members of both components are eligible for a range of benefits, including education assistance, healthcare, and retirement pay, though specific state benefits may also be available to National Guard members.

As you can see, our seven major subordinate commands are stationed throughout the state. 
Let me orient you to the map.
Our Army units are listed on the left while our two Air units are listed on the right. 
The colored dots show you where our readiness centers are around the state, and thanks to our Governor, we are renovating nearly 50 of the readiness centers while others are being built. 

As you can see we are located throughout the state with ties to almost every county when you take into account where are guardsmen call home. This is what makes the Guard so unique. Whether it is south, middle or north Georgia that gets hit by extreme weather, our guardsmen take their response seriously, because they are not only helping their fellow citizens, but some of them are also helping their neighbors and family too with our route clearance missions or other response efforts.

In fact, it is over a Billion-dollar impact, when you consider the *economic impact multiplier on our budget. 
We spend our budget on new construction, renovations, salaries, equipment maintenance, fuel, food and other needed items that all gets spent here in Georgia impacting our local communities. And that is not just in Atlanta. We are making that impact statewide.  
But we don’t just make an economic impact, we also are making an impact in the community by partnering with local law enforcement to interdict drug trafficking 
We also have a great mission of coming along side some of our at-risk youth to help them become productive citizens. 
We are proud of the many impacts we have on our great state of Georgia and around the world.

The 201st RSG’s mission is to provide trained and ready troops to support overseas contingency operations and to man, train and equip a homeland response force to provide a response capability to assist civil authorities in saving lives and mitigating human suffering in response to chemical, biological, radiological and nuclear incidents. The 201st is one of ten HRFs in the National Guard. Each HRF is the designated response element for a Federal Emergency Management Agency Region. As the HRF for Region IV, the 201st capabilities are designed to respond to emergencies in the eight states from FL to NC and west to Mississippi.

The 648th MEB is a mission-tailored force which conducts support area operations, maneuver support operations, consequence management and stability operations in order to ensure the mobility, protection, and freedom of action to the supported force. Maneuver enhancement brigades are uniquely designed for both war fighting and operational support roles due to their diverse mixture of officers, warrant officers, and enlisted personnel. 
(The 648th MEB consists of the 878th Engineer Battalion, headquartered in Augusta; the 1st Battalion, 54th Security Force Assistance Brigade, at Fort Benning; the 1st Battalion, 214th Field Artillery Regiment, headquartered in Elberton; 3rd Infantry Division Main Command Post Operational Detachment (MCPOD), stationed at Fort Stewart; and the 420th Network Signal Company, stationed in Cumming.)

With nearly 1,900 Soldiers in its ranks, the 78th TC conducts mission command, force protection, force deployment and sustainment operations in order to provide ready forces for global and domestic requirements. The 78th TC has the most diverse mission set and organization in the Georgia National Guard. It is home to the Georgia National Guard’s largest battalion, the 110th CSSB, and its smallest, most specialized detachments. 
(The major units of the 78th TC include the Fort Gillem-based 221st Expeditionary Military Intelligence Battalion, Tifton-based 110th Combat Service Support Battalion, Marietta-based 122nd Regional Training Institute and 78th Troop Support Battalion as well as the Georgia Garrison Training Center at Fort Stewart, Ga.)

The Georgia State Defense Force is an all-volunteer element of the Georgia Department of Defense headquartered at the Clay National Guard Center in Marietta. The GSDF consists of personnel qualified in search and rescue, incident command, administrative, medical, legal, public affairs and other support activities. When ordered by the adjutant general, the GSDF provides an organized, trained, disciplined, rapid-response volunteer force to assist state and local government agencies and civil relief organizations in impending or ongoing emergencies to ensure the welfare and safety of the citizens of Georgia. The GSDF also supports training events of the Georgia National Guard. As part of the GSDF-2030 plan, the organization is transforming from a brigade-centric structure to more agile 12-person cross functional teams that can rapidly deploy and augment Georgia National Guard emergency response operations.

Georgia DoD State Operations (GDSO) first and foremost provides service support capabilities to the Georgia National Guard and the State Defense Force. Additionally, the GDSO manages and resources the youth programs of the Ga. DoD. Comprised of over 400 employees, the GDSO provides the manpower to manage and maintain nearly 300 primary mission facilities and manage the contracts that support them. In addition to facility maintenance, the GDSO manages the state budget and federal cooperative agreement funds of nearly $130 million that supports the maintenance of buildings, youth programs, and payroll. The GDSO is an integral part of the Ga. DoD emergency responses to events such as hurricanes and ensures Guardsmen are paid for state active duty and necessary emergency supplies are purchased amongst other duties. The Youth ChallaNGe Academy, Job ChallaNGe Academy, and Peach State STARBASE serve Georgia communities by showcasing interactive learning activities in STEAM or helping highschoolers set good patterns as they enter the workforce. The GDSO keeps the National Guard operational in Georgia and is positively impacting local communities through their youth programs.

Since 1994, the Georgia National Guard has been a key participant in the Department of War's State Partnership Program, building robust international relationships. The State Partnership Program evolved from a 1991 effort to establish mutual training contact programs between former Soviet-Bloc nations and National Guard states. The SPP has become a model for cooperation across all aspects of military and civil affairs in nearly 120 countries worldwide. 
 
The program pairs the Georgia Guard with two partner nations: the country of Georgia since 1994 and the Republic of Argentina since 2016. The partnership with Georgia is one of the oldest in the program, marked by decades of joint training exercises like Noble Partner and Agile Spirit, which enhance military interoperability between the two forces.  The relationship with Argentina is focused on cooperative engagements in vital areas such as disaster response, border security, and cyber defense, strengthening the capabilities of both partners.

Partnership not only applies to other nations but right here at home.

Their mission is to support civil authorities (like local police, fire departments, and emergency management agencies) during domestic emergencies and high-profile events (World Cup, NASCAR, Football games, World Series) possibly involving hazardous materials or WMDs (weapons of mass destruction). 
The 4th WMD-CST complements and enhances, but does not duplicate, federal and state CBRN response capabilities.

The Ga. NG Counter Drug Task Force is a specially trained element comprised of Citizen-Soldiers and Airmen who provide professional and cost-effective support to counternarcotics initiatives throughout the state. The Ga. NG CDTF’s helps to reduce the supply and demand for illegal drugs by partnering with local, state, and federal law enforcement agencies. Further, the Task Force fosters relationships with community-based organizations to facilitate drug demand / reduction outreach programs. The Ga. NG CDTF provides these agencies and organizations with a full range of operational support services to help detect, interdict, disrupt, and curtail drug trafficking activities and transnational criminal organizations.

While our drug demand reduction outreach program serves our youth we have other youth programs as well.

The Georgia Department of Defense operates two residential Youth Challenge Academies to help at risk youth, aged 16-18 earn their GED or high school diploma and develop the skills needed to become productive citizens. The YCA program provides a 22-week military -model approach with a focus on discipline, leadership, and life skills training. Over the course of more than three decades on instruction, the Georgia Youth Challenge Program has graduated students from 158 Georgia counties and four neighboring states.

Youth Challenge Academy Graduates may complete training at the Job Challenge Academy which offers training in vocational fields. The JCA is a 22-week post residential career skills training program that offers students credits or certificates in technical skills such as Phlebotomy, Cosmetology, Fork-Lift operations, or Manufacturing.

Peach State STARBASE, operated at the Clay National Guard Center in Marietta, and offers a premier educational opportunity for fifth-grade students to learn about science, technology, engineering, aviation and math. Since 2001, the Peach State Starbase Program has educated and motivated students for careers in science and technical fields. In 2024, Peach State Starbase was designated as a National Center of Excellence for its drone program. This program provides students with stimulating instructional and inspirational experiences in cutting edge and emerging technologies, while simultaneously exposing them to the technological environments and positive role models found within the Georgia National Guard.
