BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES

Directly supports aircraft generation, sortie production, and enables aircrew and special warfare operator performance through aircrew flight equipment and life-
sustaining assets. Manages, performs, and schedules inspections, maintenance, fitting and adjustments of assigned aircrew flight equipment (AFE), aircrew
chemical biological radiological nuclear equipment (ACBRN), and associated components. Prepares, maintains, and monitors AFE operations IAW with
applicable publications and directives. Prepares for response to use of chemical, biological, radiological, and nuclear weapons contamination and supervises
and conducts contamination control area processing. Disassembles, assembles, inspects, fabricates, cleans, repairs, and packs aerospace weapon system and
AFSPECWAR components such as floatation equipment, emergency evacuation systems, and parachutes. Schedules, supervises, and conducts ACBRN and
aircrew continuation training.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES (KSAs) REQUIRED FOR THIS POSITION:

A. Knowledge and understanding of all aircrew flight and chemical/biological equipment utilized by the unit's aircrew to ensure equipment meets airworthiness
criteria, operates within specified tolerances and in the proper sequence, are mission ready to support requirements of day-to-day operations as well as sustained
critical combat operations.

B. Ability and certification to plan, organize. develop, direct, implement. conduct and evaluate formal academic classroom and technical instruction on a wide variety
of aircrew flight equipment topics to provide initial and recurring training for aircrew and AFE technicians.

C. Ability to inspect, test, calibrate, evaluate, troubleshoot, disassemble, repair, overhaul, assemble, replace as necessary and issue aircrew flight equipment.

D. Ability to install, remove and inspect all aircrew flight equipment on unit aircraft.

E. Ability to utilize a variety of complex, state of the art diagnostic testers, systems and special tools to test, troubleshoot and repair equipment utilized by the unit.

F. Knowledge of materials handling, inventorying, supply procedures to store and maintain adequate supplies of aircrew flight equipment parts to include hazardous
materials.

G. Knowledge and understanding of all floatation equipment. Ability to evaluate, troubleshoot, disassemble, repair, overhaul, assemble, replace as necessary all
parts and materials on, life preservers and anti-exposure suits.

H. Knowledge of Air Force Instructions and governing publications commensurate to the applicable military rank.

This vacancy announcement will be for an initial active duty tour of one (1) to four (4) years. Subsequent tours will be from one (1) to
five (5) years. The selected applicant will be placed in Active Guard/Reserve (AGR) military status under Title 32, USC 502(f). The
incumbent will participate with the unit of assignment during unit training assemblies and annual training periods. After an applicant
is selected for this position incumbent will be assigned to AFSC: 1P051 at 116 OSS, Robins AFB GA. If a selected applicant's
grade ishigher than the announced grade of the position (Enlisted Only) the selected applicant may be required to request an
administrative reduction to the announced grade of the position. The wearing of the Air Force uniform as prescribed in AFI 36-2903 is
required for the incumbent of this position. Acceptance of the position constitutes concurrence with these requirements as conditions
of employment. Military Grade Inversion is strictly prohibited in the National Guard AGR Program.
